8. COMMUNITY PARTICIPATION TIME 

8.1 Questions on Notice 

Received from Sharon Jordan 

1. What will be the density and proliferation of housing per km in the 
Southern Region of Longwarry when the Rural Land Review is 
adopted to accept housing on 4 plus hectares?  Already there are 
15 houses and 67 sheds in a 1 km radius of current farmland. 

As is the case with the current provisions of the Baw Baw Planning 
Scheme, a planning permit can be applied for the use and development 
of a dwelling on all land titles in Southern Longwarry.  The Rural Land 
Use Review (September 2016) suggests that Council ask for further 
justification through an endorsed Land Management Plan and 
Agriculture Management Plan to permit new dwellings, in conjunction 
with current land use planning constraints.  Council cannot determine 
the dwelling density or proliferation in Southern Longwarry.           

2. Why was the "Domestic Waste Water Management Plan" 
presented to Council at the meeting dated 24.08.2016, not used in 
the Rural Land Review for drainage and the Effluent Envelope? 

The Domestic Waste Water Management Plan was used to inform the 
Rural Land Use Review. The Domestic Waste Water Management 
Plan establishes Councilôs preferred approach to monitoring the 
condition and management of on-site effluent treatment systems, 
enforcement, and direction for planning decisions on land use and 
development.    
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3. What are the plans for native flora and rare fauna  management, 
 specific to Longwarry with proposed development, in regard to 
rare Bandicoot & rare Frogs?  

Existing legislation for threatened species is provided under the Flora 
and Fauna Guarantee Act 1988, Environment Protection and 
Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 and the Baw Baw Planning 
Planning Scheme guide decisions when a Planning Permit is required.  
Councilôs Settlement Management Plan included a biodiversity 
assessment for Longwarry urban growth area, targeting the Southern 
Brown Bandicoot (SBB) and Growling Grass Frog (GGF). The 
Longwarry urban growth area is dominated by cleared agriculture for 
stock grazing. Habitat for SBB and GGF was identified as being 
confined mostly to small remaining native vegetation remnants within 
linear drainage and road reserves only.  Council continues to manage 
these areas, including the bandicoot walk.

¶ At its 11 May 2016 Ordinary Council Meeting, Council resolved to endorse 
the Community Funding Assistance Program document and launch the 
Program (Attachment One). The Community Funding Assistance Program 
included an event sponsorship category. 

¶ One sponsorship application was received in April 2017 from the Rotary 
Club of Warragul to support the Spirit of Warragul Festival (Attachment 
Two).    

¶ The Rotary Club of Warragul is requesting $5,000 to sponsor the inaugural 
Spirit of Warragul Festival.  The festival supports the maiden voyage of the 
Steam Engine A2 986 to Warragul as agreed by the Rural City of Warragul 
in 1986.          

¶ The festival will support a number of free community activities celebrating 
the history of Warragul.   

¶ The application has been assessed under the Community Funding 
Assistance Program criteria (Attachment Three).
